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Patient admitted with known or 
suspected pancreatitis. 

Patient Nil by Mouth. 
 

Patient tolerating oral 
fluids/diet. 

 

Continue pre-admission analgesia, if 
none, commence oral Paracetamol 1g 

QDS, Codeine 30 mgs / Tramadol 50 mgs 
QDS and PRN + NSAID’s TDS (if not 

contra-indicated) Observe and document 
pain scores. Titrate to patient need.

Commence P.R. / I.V. Paracetamol 1g QDS.  
 

Contact Acute Pain Service or out of hours 1st 
call anaesthetist to commence I.V. / S.C.  

Morphine/Fentanyl Patient Controlled 
Analgesia (PCA). 

If pain not controlled then discontinue 
Codeine/Tramadol and commence 

Oramorph 10mgs QDS and PRN (up to 
one hourly). Observe and document pain 

scores. Titrate to patient need. 

Continue PCA as per protocol until patient is 
able to tolerate oral fluids/diet.
